Over the past30 yearstremendousadvanceshavebeenmadein the
fight againstchildhood cancer. With direct funding by The Steven
Walter Foundation,a genetictestfor relapserisk hasbeendeveloped
and in the last 5 yearsthe survivalrate for children with cancerhas
nearlydoubledto 70%. Howeverthis still meansthat 30% of children
diagnosedwith cancerdonõtsurvive. So it is this 30% who are being
targetedwithgroundbreakingresearch.

·The purpose of this foundation is to organise events that raise 

money for research into childhood cancer and give support to 

children with the disease. Steven was a keen motorcyclist,  and 

with that in mind his parents began òThe Snowy Rideó. With a 

few friends and a lot of heart they travelled into the Snowy 

Mountains region to raise a few dollars for a good cause. There 

they found a welcoming, giving community and one that was to 

become the ôHomeõ of the Snowy Ride. The Snowy Ride has 

grown year on year and is now one of  the most attended 

motorcycle events in Australia. Last year there were in excess of 

3200 registered attendees.

·To date the Snowy Ride has raised a bit over 3 million dollars 

for childhood cancer research. 

·2010 sees the 10th anniversary of the Snowy Ride. As a way to 
celebrate this achievement and gain greater exposure to the 
Australian public, The Steven Walter Foundation has 
ambitiously embarked on the organisation of a fundraising ride 
that will circumnavigate Australia in around 33 days.

·The Foundation is looking to raise one million dollars in 2010 
with the Ride Around Australia initiative. All funds raised will go 
to the ôAnswer for Kids Cancerõ program which is a joint 
venture involving the Cancer  Centre at Sydney Childrenõs 
Hospital at Randwick and the Childrenõs Cancer Institute 
Australia (CCIA). Through this greater exposure it is hoped this 
year,  that more than 1 million dollars  will be raised to fund 
further research into finding a cure for childhood cancer.
